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OUR PROGRAMS AND EXPECTATIONS 
 

INFANTS AND TODDLERS 
Premier Academy offers a loving and nurturing environment for infants as young as six weeks old. These 
classrooms are specifically designed to provide your child excellent individualized care and safety while 
also providing a stimulating environment for them to explore and learn. As the children grow and reach 
each developmental milestone, our teachers are specially trained to evaluate and adjust the lesson plans

plans will begin to include sign language to aid in communication as verbal language skills are being 
developed. These children will receive a gentle introduction to letters, numbers, colors, shapes, music and 
art, and before they enter preschool, each child has a basic foundation for entry into the A Beka program. 
 

PRESCHOOL 
At Premier Academy, we are very proud of the educational foundation the children in our preschool 
program receive. We use the A Beka Book curriculum, which is a Christian-based phonics program written 
and developed at Pensacola Christian College. With this curriculum, preschool children fully learn each 
letter, including how it sounds and how to write it. They will also learn numbers and the number values 
while learning to write each number. Colors, shapes and calendar skills are also included in the daily lesson 
plans, along with saying the Pledge of Allegiance, both to the United States flag and the Christian flag. 
 
To ensure your preschooler receives a strong Christian foundation, the children have a daily bible story and 
lesson. These lessons will reinforce our goals of teaching the children self-confidence & independence, 
respect for themselves & others, the importance of a sense of responsibility for their own actions & for the 
well-being of others.  
 
By the end of the preschool years, our students have the necessary skills to succeed in the classroom in 
Pre-Kindergarten and beyond, and they have developed a love of learning that will last them a lifetime. 
 

PRE-KINDERGARTEN 
Using the A Beka Book curriculum, students in Pre-Kindergarten classes at Premier Academy learn to use 
their skills in phonics to blend letters together and read. Taught by degreed teachers, a strong foundation 
in reading is the focus this final year before entering Kindergarten. Students will begin with a review of the 
short vowels, and then move to reading three-letter words. As the year progresses, students will begin to 
learn the rules for recognizing and reading words with long-vowels, and by the end of the year, will be able 
to read sentences and stories with one- and two- vowel words. 
 
While the focus is on reading, these students will also have daily assignments to expand their knowledge 
of number values and concepts and will begin to learn simple addition. They will also have bible lessons 
and lessons in social studies and science. During this time, the students will learn about the world we live 
in, our place in this world and how we can help to care for ourselves, others and our world. 
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At the end of the Pre-Kindergarten year, these students are fully prepared to take the next step in their 
education and enter Kindergarten. They will take this monumental step into the school-age years with a 
solid academic foundation firmly in place and a love of learning to last them a lifetime. 
 

PRIVATE SCHOOL 
One of the main goals of Premier Academy is to provide each child a superior Christian education, and we 
are excited to be able to continue this education into the elementary school years. With elementary school

MEDICAL REQUIREMENTS 
 
A statement signed by a physician licensed to practice medicine, shall certify that the physician has 
currently examined the child and that the child is physically able to participate in Premier AcademyΩǎ 
programs.  Also, as required by Texas Child Care Licensing, current shot records shall be kept on file at

HEARING AND VISION SCREENINGS 
 
Children 4 years old (by October 1st) will be required to submit proof of a vision and hearing screening 
from either a licensed physician or health agency.  
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TUITION, FEES AND DISCOUNTS POLICY 
 
Registration Fees 
A $75 registration fee per family will be due at the time of registration.  The registration fee will hold a 
permanent place on the waiting list and the child will be enrolled when there is an opening.  Registration 
fees are non-refundable.  If you withdraw your child from Premier Academy and return, you must again 
pay the registration fee.  Your child will only be admitted if space is available. 
 
Tuition Policy 
All tuition is due in advance on the first school day of each week for that week.  Advance payment for 
subsequent weeks is also accepted.  Tuition not paid by Tuesday evening will result in a late charge of $5 
per day, per child.  If tuition is unpaid one (1) week after the due date, your child will not be admitted until 
full payment is made, including all late payment fees.  Enrollment will be terminated after two (2) weeks of 
non-payment, after which re-registration will be required. 
 
Fee 
In addition to tuition, an annual supply fee is charged and is due on the first day of school in the fall to 
cover the cost of curriculum and supplies.  This fee is non-refundable.  For children who first attend after 
January 1st, the supply fee will be one-half of the annual supply fee.  
 
Summer Activity Fee 
A separate summer activity fee will be charged at the beginning of each summer to cover the cost of most 
activities and events throughout our summer program.  Some expenses, such as field trips for Pre-K classes 
and older may be paid separately for only those who attend. 
 
Absences 
Tuition must be paid in full without deduction for absences of any duration or for any cause including 
school closures.  There will be no exceptions.  This is necessary because staffing and other operational 
costs are incurred on the basis of fixed levels of enrollment. 
 
Late Pick Up Fee 
Parents who pick up their children after the regular closing time (6:30pm) are charged a late fee of $1.00 
per minute, per child, for the first five (5) minutes, then $2.00 per minute, per child, thereafter.  After one 
hour with no parent contact, police will be notified per DFPS Licensing requirements. 
 
No Call Fee 
Included in our After-{ŎƘƻƻƭ ǇǊƻƎǊŀƳ ƛǎ ǘǊŀƴǎǇƻǊǘŀǘƛƻƴ ŦǊƻƳ ǘƘŜ ŎƘƛƭŘΩǎ ŜƭŜƳŜƴǘŀǊy school to Premier 
Academy.  In the event your child does not need to be picked up, notification must be given to the office 
staff at least two (2) hours prior to the scheduled pick-up time.  Due to the expense and time commitment, 
failure to provide notification will result in a $10 fee for each offense. 
 
Returned Check Fee 
There will be a $25.00 charge for all returned checks.  Cash, cŀǎƘƛŜǊΩǎ ŎƘŜŎƪΣ ƳƻƴŜȅ ƻǊŘŜǊΣ ƻǊ ŎǊŜŘƛǘ ŎŀǊŘǎ 
will be required as payment for a returned check.  Your account will be put on a cash, cŀǎƘƛŜǊΩǎ ŎƘŜŎƪ ƻǊ ŀ 
money order basis after two (2) returned checks.  Returned checks will not be submitted for second 
collection. 
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Discounts 
We are happy to offer discounts to families of preferred employers, families with multiple children 
enrolled at Premier Academy and families who prepay tuition.  The following schedule applies:

10% off tuition 2nd child = 10% off lowest tuition 

3rd child = 15% off lowest tuition 
10% off lowest tuition

tuition paid, after the new family has been enrolled at least 3 consecutive months. 
 
Changes to Tuition, Fees and Discounts 
All stated tuition, fees and other charges are subject to change at any time.  Notices will be posted. 
 

TAXES 
 
The Internal Revenue Service offers a tax deduction for child care expenses.  The deductible amount is 
based on your family income and your total child care expenses for each calendar year.  Premier Academy 
will provide a customer tax statement for all children enrolled during the year by January 31st of the 
following year upon request.  Please note, if you withdraw from Premier Academy during a calendar year, 
you will need to contact us to collect your statement.

Applications for enrollment are accepted without regard to race, religion, color, sex or national origin.

VACATION 
After a child has been enrolled for twelve (12) months, that child is entitled to a one (1) week vacation 
without charge.  Advance, written notice of two (2) weeks prior to the vacation must be given to the office 
staff.  The child must be absent during the vacation time, and vacation time does not carry over from year 
to year. 
 

WITHDRAWAL POLICY 
We require two (2) ǿŜŜƪǎΩ advance, written notice when withdrawing from Premier Academy.  If notice is 
not provided, your account will be charged the equivalent tuition of days not covered by a written notice 
of less than two (2) weeks. 
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ARRIVAL AND DEPARTURE 
 
For the security of the children, parents are required to sign their child in and out at the computer terminal 
at the front office and to escort them to the appropriate classroom.  Parents should also pick children up 
from his/her classroom.  Depending on your arrival and/or departure time, your child may be in the 
designated combined classroom.  DFPS Licensing allows age groups to be combined at the beginning and 
end of each day. 
 
For late drop-offs and early departures, pƭŜŀǎŜ ōŜ ǊŜǎǇŜŎǘŦǳƭ ƻŦ ŜŀŎƘ ŎƭŀǎǎǊƻƻƳΩǎ ǎŎƘŜŘǳƭŜ.  It can be 
disrupting to other students when children enter or exit during lunch or rest periods. 
 
When a third party Ƴǳǎǘ ǇƛŎƪ ǳǇ ȅƻǳǊ ŎƘƛƭŘΣ ǘƘŜƛǊ ƴŀƳŜ ŀƴŘ ŘǊƛǾŜǊΩǎ ƭƛŎŜƴǎŜ ƴǳƳōŜǊ Ƴǳǎǘ ōŜ ƻƴ file in 
advance.  The parent must have also notified the office via the Pick Up Message Clipboard located in the 
front office or, in the event of an emergency, by phone.  The person picking up the child must show proof 
of identification and must sign the child out before leaving.  Only an authorized adult may sign the child 
out. 
 
All parents and visitors must enter and leave Premier Academy via the front door only and must announce 
their arrival, intentions and departure either to the front office staff or the classroom teacher. 
 

WEATHER AND EMERGENCY SCHOOL CLOSURES 
 
We will make every effort to be open during inclement weather or other emergency situations; however, 
our first priority is always the safety of your children and our staff.  When necessary, each Premier 
Academy management team will make the decision regarding closing that center.  If this occurs, the 
Premier Academy website will be updated and local television stations notified. 
 

VISITING OUR CENTER 
 
²Ŝ ƘŀǾŜ ŀƴ άƻǇŜƴ ŘƻƻǊέ ǇƻƭƛŎȅ and welcome our parents to visit our center anytime during regular 
business hours.  You may observe your child, our programs and our daily procedures without scheduling an 
appointment.  On the first day of enrollment, each family will be given an access code to unlock the front 
doors.  This will allow you to visit our facility anytime during business hours.  We do ask that you do not 
disturb our private elementary programs during curriculum times, unless arrangements with the teacher 
have been made.  Early childhood education is very important to us. 
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CLOTHING AND PERSONAL BELONGINGS 
 
School Uniforms 
 
School uniforms provide consistency and minimize distractions to create a better learning environment.  
All children two (2) years and older will be required to wear uniforms during the school year.  The uniform 
consists of red or blue polo-style shirts with a Premier Academy logo and khaki or navy (no denim) pants, 
shorts, skirts, cuolottes, or skort.  In addition, girls in our Pre-K and private elementary programs will be 
required to purchase at least one (1) red plaid jumper and white blouse.   
 
Children not in proper uniform will be sent home to change or if parents prefer, we will provide a Premier 
Academy uniform at a charge of $20 for the shirt and $10 for the pants. 
 
Pants, shorts, skirts, and skorts must be khaki or navy (no denim) and can be purchased anywhere school 
uniforms are sold.  Shirts and jumpers should be purchased from Parker School Uniforms.  Visit 
www.parkersu.com and use ID Number FW382854.  See the appendix for additional information. 
 
Clothing for Non-Curriculum Days: 
 
During non-curriculum days (summer, spring break, etc.) and for children under 2 years, the following 
guidelines apply: 
 
Appropriate clothing: 

¶ Simple clothing that is washable will allow your child to participate comfortably in playground 
activities and messy art projects. 

¶ Girls must wear modesty shorts or tights under skirts or dresses at all times. 

¶ All shoes must have closed toes and heels (no flip-flops or crocks) and must be worn with socks.  It 
would be helpful if children who cannot tie their shoes wear slip-on shoes or shoes with Velcro 
closings. 

 
Inappropriate clothing: 

¶ Premier Academy prohibits any type of clothing suggesting violence or bearing satanic symbols or 
political or social statements. 

¶ No body suits with snapped crotch should be worn for children over the age of 2 years old or any 
child potty training.

SAFETY AND SECURITY 

 
EMERGENCY DRILLS 
 
Emergency drills are held to acquaint your child with evacuation procedures.  This may make quite an 
impression on your child the first time a drill is conducted, but your child will soon become accustomed to 
it and know just what to do in the event of an emergency.  At the request of our licensing office, fire drills 
are practiced monthly, and severe weather drills are practiced at least two times per year. 
 

TRANSPORTATION 
 
Premier Academy will take all precautions in transporting children.  All children must wear a seat belt at all 
times.  Children who disobey this rule will be suspended from riding the bus.  All children on field trips 
must wear a Premier Academy uniform.  No children under the age of 4 years may be transported in a 
Premier Academy bus, as seat belt restraints are required and car seats are not permitted. 
 
Premier Academy offers transportation to and from the local schools every day.  Visit your Premier

SAFETY PROTOCOL 
 
All persons on Premier Academy premises are required to follow safety procedures to protect our children.
