Thank you for joining us for another fun filled week of Summer Camp!  As we continue to learn about Lakes, Rivers and Ponds, we look forward to next week’s Science Experiments!  Make sure to stop by Ms. Whitney’s room on Tuesdays to see all the fun activities she cooks up with our students.  In the meantime, here are some helpful notes to keep our summer moving forward and full of fun.
 
We will be hosting a Uniform Order & Exchange in the late weeks of August.  Here, parents can bring in slightly used uniforms to resell or donate to our other families as well as place their orders for new uniforms for the fall.  Please remember that everyone two and older should be wearing school appropriate bottoms (no jeans please) and that every girl in the Pre-Kindergarten classes and older need at least one plaid skirt for school pictures and fieldtrips.  This applies to the Montessori classrooms as well.  We will have samples of colors and sizes on site.  Date and time for exchange to soon follow.
 
The school age camp will be starting Beezus & Ramona this week as their book to share during silent reading time.  Students should still be bringing a book with them for independent reading, but we are excited to share this fun book together as a class.  Upon completion of the book we will be planning a fieldtrip to the movie theater to see the film version coming out soon!  Our school age students have been such a huge help in our garden this summer that we will be holding a vegetable stand up front.  Proceeds will go to both our garden site and the movie fieldtrip for the end of the summer.  (Have you tried our green peppers? The kids are loving them at lunch time!)

As we begin the switch to our monthly billing for the Fall months, we want to be sure that everyone is comfortable and aware of their price.  Please remember that the price you pay now is not actually changing, but instead just being billed out all at once at the beginning of the month.  The only change is that your weekly bill will not being multiplied by 4, but by 4.33, a standard practice for weeks in a year to accommodate for the three months that there are actually 5 weeks instead of 4.  (You can see this by taking 52 weeks in a year and dividing it by 12 months).
For example, if you currently pay $100.00 every week for your child to attend school, on September 6th you will be billed for $433.00 for the entire month.  This does not mean that you have to pay for the entire month right away.  You can still pay weekly or whatever works best for your budget.  This is simply to cut down on the amount of billing to be done on the office end.  If you have a fluctuating schedule or are still concerned about this switch, please do not hesitate to call or come to the front office for further assistance.  
 
Lastly, we have attached a copy of the new calendar for the 2010-2011 School Year.  Please take note of the September 3rd In-Service day for teachers, so we will not be open for school that day.  The first day of the school year is Tuesday, September 7th.  As the summer progresses, teachers and students assigned to classes will become available to you.  Please have patience with us as we find just the right staff member to compliment your child’s needs in each and every one of our classrooms for the fall.
